Chiefs Action Item Summary Due at February Longhouse:

· December Event : Father and Son Banquet. Critique due at February Longhouse.
· December Service Project: All Chiefs must turn in Critique on your tribes service project and who participated and who didn’t. Service project is Mandatory for 100% participation.

· Tribal Chiefs need to report Reverse Raffle tickets sold versus tickets unsold.  Also, need to be working as a tribe to put together items for the silent auction.

·  Need to confirm date for the Fall Campout so calendar can be set for the year.

· Fastcar kits will be available at February Longhouse for those who still need them. Kits are $6.00 ea. Chiefs need to bring money to purchase kits for Tribe members who are participating.

· December Event – Christmas Project:  Sponsor: All Tribes. Critique due at February Longhouse.  Mandatory for 100% participation
During the month of December, every tribe in the Manikiki Nation is required to perform a community service project.  The Great Spirit has blessed us individually, and as a Nation, so in the spirit of Christmas, let us give back in some way to our community and help those less fortunate.  These projects should be performed as a tribe, and should include both young and old braves so that fathers can demonstrate to their sons the value of giving and caring.  This service project is required for young braves to receive the 100% Participation award

Here are some examples of projects performed by various tribes in the past.  The holidays are still a ways off, but start thinking now of ways that your tribe can make a difference!

· Serve food at a local homeless or women's shelter.

· Ring the bell for the Salvation army.

· Adopt a needy family and provide Christmas dinner and presents for their children.

· Sponsor and pack care-packages for needy children in other countries.

· Go Christmas caroling at a nursing home or visit shut-ins in our community.
· YMCA CHRISTMAS TREE SALE: SPONSOR ALL TRIBES--- This is a community service event for December. The 

Proceeds go to benefit Partners with Youth. All Tribes are presently scheduled to man the tree sales for at least one day. Check with your chief for your scheduled time. If you can not make it on your Tribe’s day, show up on another day. The sale will run from November 29th. Thru December 12th. Times: M-F 5:00 P.M. – 8:30 P.M.  Sat. 1 P.M. to 6 P.M.  Sun. 1 P.M. – 5 P.M. This event can be used as your Christmas Project this year.

· January Event—Roller Skating: January 25th. Where: Fox Roller Skating Rink. See directions at end of Smoke. This will be a family event and the cost is $5.00 per person. The time will be from 5:00 P.M. to 7:30 P.M. Sponsor: Blackhawk- George Moresea. Critique due at March Longhouse.

New Business:

( Blowin’ Smoke -

I was surfing the net late one night and I visited the Manikiki Nation website at www.yindianguides.org.  I stumbled onto a nation history section where each nation chief summarized the year and included comments on events and fund raising.  Here is what I learned.  The Manakiki Nation was born in 1971 and for the first few years they struggled to raise money.  They tried paper drives and even sold Christmas trees until 1974 when they began selling candy.  Here is a quote from the Nation chief in 1974-75; 

 “The Nation started the year in very poor financial condition. After

investigating several possibilities of raising funds, it was decided to have an Easter Candy Sale”.

This began a tradition which lasted through the mid 90’s, and for a while this was very successful.  In 1984 “the Nation Council approved a buy-out for those who could not sell candy” and, as late as 1993-94 the nation still required the little braves to sell candy.  Here is another comment from that years Nation chief;

“The fundraiser was kicked off in November. We sold coupon cards, 

candy  bars and brochure gifts. A family goal of $141.00 was set. The

buy-out-option was $71.00”.  (NOTE; this was on top of dues which were  close to $50 per family at that time).

In 1994 the Manikiki Nation started doing a reverse raffle to raise funds. Because this is a fun night out for the big braves and their wives and we have a great time together, the event has been very successful.  This one fund raiser has consistently generated over $10,000 of revenue for the following year’s budget.  It is very important that we get the support of every member in our organization so that we can continue the success of

this event this year and in the future.

There are three reasons why you should want to participate in this

fundraiser.  First, we won’t have to send our boys around the neighborhood selling candy to raise money.  Second, we a great time getting together with good friends and family to eat, drink and be merry.  Finally, you will help support the nation’s budget for next year and allow us to have nicer events by supplementing some of the cost.

· Fast Car Track— The Comanche tribe is refurbishing the existing track for ourFAS-Car races this year.  The track is being resurfaced and new guide railsare being installed.  A side benefit of this effort is that the track will go from 3 lanes to 4 lanes; which should help speed up the event and provide flexibility as our Nation grows in the future.  Please note that the lane widths will not change; they will remain the standard 5 inches.  Also, an electronic finish gate is being purchased and installed.  One note about the finish gate is that the cars will trip a vertical infra-red beam at the bottom of the track, providing the race results for a given heat.  This"beam" will be located in the exact center of each lane, so care should be taken when designing the little brave's car so as not to make the car too "skinny" in width.  If the front of the car is less than 2.5 inches in width, be warned, it may partially go past the "finish line" and not initially trip the beam.  And if the race is really close that  may be the difference between 1st and 2nd place in the heat!

2004 Manikiki Nation FAS-Car Derby

Race Date and Location:
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Location:  Community Church of Portage Lakes.  Located on the corner of Cormany and Robinson, across from the old Coventry High School.

Race date:  Saturday, March 6th.  Races will start promptly by age group as follows:

· Ages 5-6:  9:00 - 10:30 am.

· Ages 7-9:  10:30 - 12:00 p.m.

· Ages 10-12:  12:00-1:30 p.m.

Pre-registration:  Thursday and Friday evenings, March 4th & 5th, at the race location, from 6:00 - 8:00 p.m.  Note: all cars must be pre-registered either Thursday or Friday evening; there will be NO registration of cars the morning of the race!

Car Specifications:

Maximum length:  10.0 inches.  There is no minimum length, except that the locations of the axles can not be moved.

Maximum width:  4.5 inches at the widest point, including the axles.

Maximum weight:  16 ounces.  That's 1 pound.  There is no minimum weight.

Maximum height:  Any height is allowed.

Miscellaneous: No mechanical devices may be used to speed up the cars: springs, magnets, moving weights, etc.  Cars must run on the 4 wheels and 2 axles provided in the kit.  Axles must be stationary, but can be shortened as desired.  Metal washers, cotter pins, etc, can be used in replacement for the red plastic washers/caps provided in the kit.  Any material is allowed in construction of the cars.  Any lubrication, in any amount, is allowed before registration.  No car modifications, including lubrication will be allowed after registration, or between heats!

Other:

· At pre-registration, car weight and other dimensions will be verified.  If a brave cannot make it to the church to pre-register his car, another member of his tribe, or a family member, can register it for him.  The track will be set up for trial runs both evenings, and basic tools will be available for minor adjustments on-site.  

· Each age bracket will be run as double-elimination, meaning that each little brave is guaranteed at least 2 races.  If possible, braves will not race their first heat against other little braves in their own tribe.

· Races will be started by the nose of the car.  We will be using a new electronic finishing gate to determine the winner of each heat.  Mechanical track problems of any kind will result in a ‘dead heat’ and the cars will be run again.

· Trophies will be awarded for the 3 fastest cars in each age group. Design trophies will be awarded for the 2 best designed and/or decorated cars, in each age group, in each of 2 different categories:  Indian Theme, and Creative Theme.  The criteria for design judging in the Indian Theme are: originality and adherence to Native American themes.  The criteria for design judging in the Creative Theme are originality and creativity.  Please be sure that any decorative trappings do not fall off the car during the race or in any way interfere with the other cars in the heat.  Note that a car is allowed to win for both decoration and speed!

· In the past we have always completed each age bracket in a very timely manner, so this year we have reduced the time from 2 hours down to an hour and a half.  Please be on time and ready to race when your age group is scheduled.  As in years past, a little brave need not be present to race his car.  His father, chief, or another little brave can place the car on the track when called to race.  All little braves that pre-register a car will be given participation credit for the event.

· This is intended to be a ‘fun’ event for the boys and fathers, and everyone’s patience and sportsmanship is appreciated.  All decisions of the judges are final!
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
