· At the September Camp out we installed a new Tribe the Kickapoo, here is some information on that Tribe. We all extend you a warm WELCOME.

 Meet the Kickapoo Tribe

The Kickapoo are a Native American people who lived in the area between Lake Erie and Lake Michigan. The name Kickapoo is a derivation of the Algonquin word Kiwegapawa, which means ‘he stands out’ or ‘he moves about.’ The Kickapoo speak an Algonquin language which is closely related to that spoken by the Sauk and Fox and The Shawnee.

The Kickapoo would live in permanent villages during the summer. Their dwellings were wooden long houses. In the winter time they would break into smaller groups and go off into their winter camps. The Kickapoo were hunters and farmers. Principal crops grown were corn, squash and beans. Buffalo hunting was their forte in the winter time. With the arrival of the horse, they became skilled riders, using it extensively in the buffalo hunt. 

Original numbers of the Kickapoo have been placed at around 4,000. In 1684 French traders estimated that there were about 2,000 Kickapoos. 

During the 1650s the Kickapoo were invaded by tribes who had moved into the Great Lakes Region in search of beaver to trade with the French. The most fearsome of these was the Iroquois nation. Their attack forced the Kickapoo to leave their traditional homeland and travel west to the Mississippi River in south western Wisconsin. Here, however, they were to encounter the even more fearsome Dakota. Tribal fighting erupted along the Mississippi. 

During the American Revolution the Kickapoo tried to remain neutral. By the mid 1870’s, however, they were engaging on an increasing number of raids against the Americans. The Kickapoo were prominent in Little Turtle’s War, which began in 1790. After the capture of many of their women and children in 1792, however, they withdrew from the tribal alliance. In 1795 they signed the Treaty of Fort Greenville, by which they ceded all of their territory in Ohio. Further treaties in the early 1800s moved the Kickapoo west of the Mississippi, to the territory of Missouri. But they were not moved easily. It took until 1834 for the Army to move all of the Kickapoo to their new home in Missouri. But problems with white squatters arose in Missouri. The Kickapoo were moved on to Kansas, and in the 1880s were allotted some territory in Oklahoma. This is where the majority of Kickapoo live today. 

Currently, there are about 2,500 Kickapoo living in the United States.  Five years ago, a new tribe formed in Jackson Township, Ohio.  The Courageous Kickapoos crossed county treaty boundaries to join the mighty Manikiki Nation.  They were installed at the Mohican Reservation Camp-Out in September as the Manikiki Nation’s 12th Tribe.  Our Indian Guides members are:

Yes, we broke the flexible flyer we were riding down the hill and both broke into tears of fear and laughter in our bellies!

Last Fall campout, I took my son Danny across Lake Y-Noah to the spot that I thought I recognized from some 38 years ago. We got out the canoe and inspected a faint trail leading from the top of the hill down onto the lake. I related to Danny the story of my father and I sledding down this hill onto the lake and braking our sled with fear and laughter. We talked about it for awhile then thought about some of the memorable times we have already spent together at campouts and other Indian Guide events. Some years in the future from now,  I pray that my son Danny will be able to share a similar story to his son or daughter and say Pals Forever!
