Council members and the Chief of each tribe need to attend Longhouse.  Chiefs, if you cannot attend, please get any of your tribe members (but NOT a Council member) to attend and sign in for you.  Longhouse meetings are the third Tuesday of every month.

Chief’s Action Items Summary
Headcount for the Zips game was due to Scott Kanis by Friday 10/20.  Scott will be in touch with each Tribe Chief to arrange a pick up of the tickets.
We started our Camp Y-Noah service project the weekend of 10/21-22 and got almost all of it done. The point man on this project is Jim Cross.   

Tribe Chiefs are to set the dates for the first four events of 2007 by the next Longhouse.   
We will need a head count for the December Father Son Banquet at the November Longhouse.
November’s Longhouse agenda will include planning and discussion of the Father/Son Banquet, Christmas Service Projects, and the Fundraiser.
Nation Dues are due at the Father Son banquet in December.  The cost to participate in the YMCA Indian Guides program is $47 for Father and Sun plus $10 for each additional son. If you and your son are members of the YMCA, the dues are waived.  If one of you is a member and the other is not, dues are $23.50.  Please submit one check per tribe payable to the Manikiki Nation.
Old Business

Scott reminded Council of the importance of the Nation Fund Raiser in February.  As in previous years, each member of the Nation is responsible for selling or purchasing three tickets.

The Christmas Service Project is mandatory for all tribes; Chiefs need to make their plans now.

Jim Cross discussed the Camp Y-Noah service project. 

The outgoing Council members described their jobs and introduced the new Council members.

The committee to review and revise the Constitution will begin its work soon.  It should also consider changes to the Nation’s organizational structure that we may need to make because of the ages of Little Braves and the resulting loss of Big Braves. 
New Business
On Sunday December 3rd we will have our annual Father Son banquet at Guy’s Party Center.  This is one of our best events of the year and we traditionally see the majority of the nation participate.  It is a great photo opportunity so be sure to come dressed with any tribe memorabilia including head dresses, tribe shirts, vests, bead necklaces etc.   We will be served a nice meal, we will have an awards ceremony, and finish with some special entertainment for the kids.  Best of all, it is paid for by the revenue generated at our annual fundraiser.  So there will be no charge for this event.
Each year our nation gives out a series of awards which includes the following:

· We recognize new braves.

· We hand out perfect attendance medallions to the little braves who qualify for the award.

· We recognize outgoing braves that are moving on in life.and give them a service plaques 
· We announce the winner Big Medicine award for the tribe that had the best attendance to events.  Before the fall campout, it was very close with at least four or five tribes in serious contention.  We have decided not to announce the winner until the awards ceremony.  Only outgoing Medicine Man Cliff Dahlman knows who the winning tribe is and he will reveal it along side our new Medicine Man John Waller at the ceremony.  Each member of the winning tribe will get a special shirt and they will earn certain privileges throughout the year.
· Finally, we have our annual Joe Friday awards and Outstanding Service awards for adults who have contributed service to the nation above and beyond the call of duty.  The following excerpt comes from our Nation website.

Joe Friday Award 

The Manikiki Nation has established the Joe Friday Award as recognition of outstanding service to their tribe and the nation. The award is named in honor of the late Joe Friday, an Ojibway Indian and close friend to staff founder of the Y-Indian Guide Program, Harold S. Keltner.

The nominees have outstandingly fulfilled the purpose of the Indian Guide Program which is to foster the understanding and companionship of father and son. The nominees exemplify the Pledge, which is: "We, Father and Son, through friendly service to each other, to our family, to our tribe, to our community, seek a world pleasing to the eye of the Great Spirit."

Each year Nation members nominate eligible Big Braves. The Joe Friday committee (made up of past award winners) selects the recipients of the awards. Then the Manikiki Nation presents the Joe Friday Award to one or more Big Braves at the Annual Banquet. 

We have a lot of great guys in this organization and many of them have shown the leadership and character that we would expect out of a nominee for this prestigious award.  The final selection process is done by previous Joe Friday award winners but the nomination process is open to everyone. Greetings Manikiki Nation, 

We had our first Longhouse last week and I am looking forward to a great year.  We have a fine group of Chiefs and I have the honor of working with an exceptional team on this year’s Council. [Yeah, but unfortunately you’ve got to work with me too … Rich] The fall is now upon us, which means we have our annual trip to the Rubber Bowl to attend an Akron U Football Game on November 4th.  This event starts with the tailgate party so be sure to come early and eat some chips and dogs with the boys.  If you need more information, contact your tribe chief.  We also have the Father/Son banquet coming up on Sunday, December 3rd.  Mark your calendar right now because this is always a great event with good food, entertainment and some well deserved awards to pass out.  This event sets the tone for the rest of the year, so I want to see everyone there.

Also in December, we have our annual Christmas service project.  I would like to take this opportunity to discuss the Manikiki Nation’s commitment to community service projects.  In order to earn perfect attendance, each Little Brave is required to participate in the Christmas service project.  Over the past year, our Nation leadership has discussed getting more involved with community service projects in the future.  We want to teach our kids the importance of giving back and this is one opportunity to accomplish this goal.  In addition to the Christmas service project, for the last three years the Manikiki and Iroquois (Indian Princesses) nations have participated in the Green Relay for Life.  We are also talking about participating in the LeBron James bikathon this summer.  Last year, the Tribe chiefs voted to use the Relay for Life event as a makeup for Little Braves who did not participate in the Christmas project.  This year we plan to revise the Nation Constitution to make this policy Nation law.  We may even consider having participation in two or more projects become the standard. 

On October 21-22, we had our first community service project of the season at Camp Y-Noah. We have always had a friendly relationship with our neighbors at Camp Y-Noah.  Not only do we camp there once a year, and hold occasional Longhouse meetings at their facilities, we have also supported them with various service projects in the past.  The Manikiki Nation built the archery area a few years ago and last year we worked with the Indian Princesses to build the second fire ring next to the nice cabins on the top of the hill.
