July Storyteller:  “The Legend of the DreamCatcher”

Long ago when the word was young, an old Lakota spiritual leader was on a high mountain and had a vision. In his vision, Iktomi, the great trickster and teacher of wisdom, appeared in the form of a spider. Iktomi spoke to him in a sacred language. As he spoke, Iktomi the spider picked up the elder's willow hoop which had feathers,horsehair, beads and offerings on it, and began to spin a web. 

He spoke to the elder about the cycles of life; how we begin our lives as infants, move on through childhood and on to adulthood. Finally we go to old age where we must be taken care of as infants, completing the cycle. "But", Iktomi said as he continued to spin his web, "in each time of life there are many forces; some good and some bad. If you listen to the good forces, they will steer you in the right direction. But, if you listen to the bad forces, they'll steer you in the wrong direction and may hurt you. So these forces can help, or can interfere with the harmony of Nature." While the spider spoke, he continued to weave his web.

When Iktomi finished speaking, he gave the elder the web and said, "The web is a perfect circle with a hole in the center. Use the web to help your people reach their goals, making good use of their ideas, dreams and visions. If you believe in the great spirit, the web will catch your good ideas and the bad ones will go through the hole." The elder passed on his vision to the people and now many Indian people hang a dream catcher above their bed to sift their dreams and visions. The good is captured in the web of life and carried with the people, but the evil in their dreams drops through the hole in the center of the web and is no longer a part of their lives. It's said that the dream catcher holds the destiny of the future.

July Canoe and Camping Event

Canoeing

Saturday, July 29, 2006    9:00am or 12:00noon

This is a nation Family event.  All Family members are welcome

Headcount required by June longhouse.  Chiefs will give a count by number of Canoes needed by tribe.  Payment is by Canoe, not by person.  Each canoe can hold up to 3 adults or 2 adults and 2 children, max weight is 700 lbs.

We will be canoeing out of the Canal Fulton Canoe Livery. Located on 219 W. Cherry Street. Canal Fulton.  (330)854-4008.  Directions are very simple, follow OH-93 South into Canal Fulton.  93 turns into W. Cherry Street when in town look for the Livery on the left just after you go over the canal itself.

To speed up the check in process at the Canoe Livery, print out and sign the release of liability form from the web site and bring it with you.  http://www.canalfultoncanoelivery.com/release.html
There will be NO advance money collected.   You will receive at least 30% off of the posted rates.  When you show up identify yourself as YMCA Indian guides and pay directly.

A standard canoe for the normal 6 mile 2 hour trip will cost $21.  They also have longer trips and single/double kayaks as well as bike rental for the canal towpath.  You will be free to rent whatever you want for as long as you want.

Because of the size of our group we will have two different times, 9:00am or 12:00noon.  We will go by tribe, so Chiefs please tell us which time slot you prefer.

Medicine Points are determined by signing in the book at the livery.  All braves that canoe will also receive a custom patch.  There will be various prizes.

Canal Fulton also has lots of other events for the family.  While in town be sure to look at the other family oriented attractions like a ride on the St. Helena III canal boat, or a trip to the Historical center.  http://www.discovercanalfulton.com/
CAMPOUT
July 28-29th

As we did last year during a summer event a camping trip also included.  It is a family event.  This year during our July canoeing, we will be camping at the Ohio State Park on Nimisila Reservoir.  It is a recently remolded campground with large, wooded sites.  It is NOT the campground you may have visited as a teenager/child.  Now the campsites are secure, large with nice level parking areas.  Go to the web and look at the park with Google Earth (www.earth.google.com), Google has some great satellite and air picture of Green and the park shows us well.  The park actually touches the north end of Camp Y-Noah.

It is primitive camping as no campsite has water or power.  So bring your tent/pop-up/RV (all sizes).   We will be there Friday July 28 and Saturday 29 and then leave as a group down to the Canoeing (about 12 min drive).

We are talking to the ranger now about activities, but in the least we will have outdoor movies, popcorn machine going, Corn bag Toss tournaments (aka Cornhole), Night hike and campfires.  Be sure to bring fishing gear.

Generally reservations are not required for Nimisila; however we are trying to stay together as a group so reservations are suggested.  This will also allow you to select a specific campsite near friends.  To make a reservation, visit the Ohio DNR website at www.ohiodnr.com  or call 1-866-OHIOPARKS.  The Park is listed as the Portage Lakes State Park.  When you make your reservation try to get it in sites 53 thru 73, as that will keep us together.  Camping is $20/night.

The park is located in Green.  Off of Arlington, turn west on E. Nimisila Road, follow about one mile until it ends at Christman Road.   Park entrance is across the street, and the gated entrance to the camping area just inside on the left.
