Greetings Manikiki Nation.  Next weekend is our annual reverse raffle Fundraiser.  We use the proceeds from this one event to fund our entire budget for the next year.  It is very important that the event be successful, so we are counting on the participation of each and every member of the Manikiki Nation.  This is a really fun adult only night out so start by buying tickets for yourself and your significant other.  Then come ready to party.  

On Monday night, the Nation council met at the YMCA to discuss plans for our upcoming Fund-raiser.  Here is a list of items that were discussed:

· All ticket money and ticket stubs are due at the February 13th Longhouse meeting.  We would prefer one check per tribe but we’ll take the money anyway we can get it.  Kurt is the point man on ticket sales.  His contact information is listed later here in Smoke. 

· We are very close to selling all the tickets to the Fundraiser.  We still have a few left and we want to sell them off before next Tuesday’s Longhouse meeting.  Please do what you can to help us sell out this event. 

· We have finalized the contest details for the tribe(s) that brings in the most money per tribe member.  This includes extra ticket sales, silent auction contributions, and program advertisement sales.  The winning tribe will get to stay in the nice cabins at the spring campout at Y-Noah.  I’m talking about the two cabins on the top of the hill that have indoor plumbing (toilets and showers), comfortable furniture to sit on, and a great fire ring made by our friends the Indian Princesses.  Depending on the size of the winning tribe, we will probably have room for the second and maybe even the third place tribes.  Sell, Sell, Sell!!!! 

· On the subject of silent auction items and program advertisements, Duane Haines and Pat Duff are in charge of this very important segment of the Fundraiser.  It is not too late to contribute more items and sell more ads.  If you are personally involved with a service oriented local business, you should have an advertisement in the program.  As for silent auction items, consider the contest above.  Is indoor plumbing in your campout cabin worth a few phone calls or a walk through your basement to see if you have some items that you can contribute?  The answer is YES! 

· Silent auction items need to be brought to the Longhouse meeting next Tuesday or delivered to Guy’s Party Center at 3:00 pm the day of the auction.  Please contact Pat Duff or Duane Haines if you need to make other arrangements to deliver you contributions.  There contact info is also listed here in Smoke. 

· We will have assigned seating by tribes.  If your tribe sold 30 tickets, you will have three tables marked with your tribe name.  If you sold 25 tickets, you will have two tables and you will share a third table with another tribe.  Seating within your tribe is up to you. 

· Each tribe will be responsible for helping out.  For example, the Crow tribe has volunteered to work the door and help get people seated.  The Cherokee, Kickapoo and Apache will be selling side bar and raffle tickets and running the poker tables.  The Navajo and the Mohawk are working the silent auction.  Additional tasks will be assigned at the Longhouse meeting.  

It states very clearly in the Manikiki Nation constitution that participation in the Fundraiser is mandatory.  One big adult party is a lot better than sending our boys around the neighborhood selling candy.  We use proceeds from this fund raiser to pay for events like the father-son banquet and to subsidize events like this weekend’s bowling.  The actual cost for bowling two games is $8 per person, not including any prizes or food that we cover.  The Nation is paying more than half the cost of this event.  We also cover the cost of extra sons at campouts.  

We need support from everyone in order to keep this Nation strong.  So come to the Fundraiser with cash in your wallet for side bar tickets, bingo cards, and raffle tickets.  With a little luck you will leave with more cash than you come with.  You may also want to bring your credit card because we have lots of great silent auction items available.  Most importantly, come ready to have a great time at a great party.  Tonka Hey.
